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From the Pastor 
 We have celebrated the Festival of the Resurrection of Our Lord. The alleluia we 
“buried” on Transfiguration Sunday has once again been sung and seen. The season of 
Lent is over and we have moved into the seven-week celebration of Easter. 
 We remember that our early Church leaders decided that Easter was too important an 
occasion only to be celebrated on one Sunday. To that end, the Season of Easter 
(formerly called Eastertide) extends for seven Sundays. The color of the season is white 

because this is a festival of our Lord. Even though every Sunday is a mini-celebration of the Resurrection, 
greater emphasis is placed on that great expression of God’s love during Eastertide. 
 What does all this mean for us? Through Holy Baptism we are Easter people. We are people who not only 
benefit from Jesus’ death on the cross to take away our sins, but we also share in the resurrection to eternal 
life when we die to our earthly lives. Easter is about good news! 
 Alleluia! Christ is risen! 
 He is risen indeed! Alleluia! 
 Because of the date of Easter this year, we will also celebrate the third of our major festivals—the Day of 
Pentecost on May 24. Following that is the festival of the Holy Trinity on May 31. 

 

It is a common phenomenon that attendance decreases 
during the summer months.

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 Few sounds capture a groan 
like birth pangs. It is the raw 
sound of life and birth as well as 
of pain. It is the guttural desire 
for the end of the waiting for 
what has been anticipated and 
desired. For any who have been 
present through such an event, 
it is difficult ever to forget. It is in 
equal parts beautiful, stunning, 

and holy, as well as raw, painful, and horrific. “Creation 
has been groaning in labor pains until now; and not only 
the creation, but we ourselves…groan inwardly while we 
wait for adoption,” writes Paul to the church in Rome. 
He describes aptly that painful wail of our souls for the 
redemption we know so well, the restoration of all things 
promised in Christ. As Lutherans we know this all too 
well as the "now but not yet" proposition of our faith. We 
have been told of the return of the Messiah. We prepare 
for this coming and see how the whole of creation 
groans for her own restoration. We join this creation 
waiting for our own hearts, souls, and bodies to be re-
stored. We know this is coming and as in pains of labor 
groan for this reality. While we wait, we are given a mid-
wife, a Spirit of God to join us in our waiting for the birth 
of a new world and a new reality. This gift is given this 
day, the day of Pentecost. May the Spirit join us in our 
cry to God, eagerly awaiting the begotten, the Son of 
God, Jesus. (From sundaysandseasons.com.) 

The Day of Pentecost 

 Holy. Glory. These words in the first reading 
and psalm testify to awe at God's transcendent 
sovereignty, fearsome majesty, and infinite 
mystery. No mortal can see God's face or hear 
God's voice and live. The fear expressed in 
these readings is personal—a living mortal in 
awe of the living God. In our age, awe at trans-
cendent mystery tends toward the imperson-
al—at the invisibly small (in physics, quarks, 
and strings) and the unimaginably large (space 
and time). Does anyone in our age still cultivate 
the fear of an unmanageable transcendent 
God, or is the notion too connected to images 
of a heavenly bully to be useful? Besides, Paul 
and Jesus each offer a picture of God's imma-
nence. Paul invites us to revel in God's ap-
proachability, affirming that we can cry, "Abba! 
Father!" Jesus proclaims the most famous Bi-
ble verse of all, telling of God's great love and 
desire to save. 
 But both Jesus and Paul testify that any pre-
sumption of easy friendship and comfortable 
intimacy with the triune God is as out of place 
now as ever. The immanent God is still the 
transcendent God! And it is still true: no mortal 
can see God's face or hear God's voice and 
live—even if the face and voice belong to Je-
sus through the Holy Spirit. The life God de-
sires for us is accomplished through Jesus' 
death—and through our own through baptism. 
Those deaths are as utterly terrifying as death 
always is, but with this grace: the death leads 
to our holy birth from above into a life where 
"we suffer with him so that we may also be glo-
rified with him" (Rom. 8:17). (From sun-
