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Finance Mission Team

The word fepiphanyd means fmanifestation.o It is the day
we observe as the day that Jesus Christ was revealed to
the nations. Most often the Church remembers the magi,
the wise men from the East who visited the young Son of

God perhaps at the age of two. We get that story from the Gospel of Matthew.

On January 10 we observe the Baptism of Our Lord. It is our cus-
tom to have the Baptism Faith Stepping Stone during which we bless
those families whose children were baptized since the previous Bap-
tism of Our Lord.

Because we are in the year of Luke (and John), the gospel readings ap-
pointed for the Time after Epiphany this year are all from Luke, except on the
second Sunday after Epiphany. On this Sunday, the classic narrative of the
wedding at Cana is appointed. This sweep of assigned gospel readings from
Epiphany of Our Lord through the second Sunday after Epiphany (Matt. 2:1-12;
Luke 3:15-17, 21-22; and John 2:1-11) shows how Christopher Wordsworth
( 1 8Q B8 8 dnylerstood the sweep of the lectionary in his day, exhibited in his
hymn ifSong of Thankfulness and Praiseo(ELW 310). These are the classic sto-
ries of God in flesh made manifest: by a star, in Jordan& stream, at Cana®&
feast.
