 Advent began on the last Sunday in November. Advent is 
the season we celebrate the coming birth of Jesus...but it is 
not Christmas! The season begs us to wait, to slow down, 
and to reflect on the beginning of the church year. That is 
not an easy thing to do: some radio stations began playing 

Christmas music on November 1, the holiday ads followed quickly after 
that, and then, of course, Black Friday and Cyber Monday! 
 Advent is also a time of preparation and anticipation. The chancel at 
Augustana looks very different on the First Sunday in Advent than it 
does on Christ the King Sunday the week before. The white is replaced 
with blue, the color of hope. The Christmas trees are put up, but they 
are not decorated for Christmas. In fact, there are lightsðblue lightsð
but they are not lit until the Fourth Sunday in Advent.

We will have a 
single service on Christmas Day at 10:15 am. (We will also have a sin-
gle service on January 1 at 10:15 am. We will celebrate ñThe Name of 
Jesusò on January 1 and there will be a baptism.

How Well Do You Know the Members of

 Augustana is known as a very warm and caring 
congregation.

We will pub-
lish the groups in the January 
newsletter, and then the groups 
can start planning and getting to 
know one another. 

The Year of Matthew 
 The ELCA is among several Christian denomi-
nations which uses the Revised Common Lection-
ary (RCL). November 27 began the Year of Mat-
thew during which most of the Gospel readings will 
come from that biblical book. 
 Most theologians agree that Matthew was writ-
ten sometime between 80-90 CE. Many of the sto-
ries in Mark and Luke are in Matthew, but they 
might be told in slightly different ways with different 
emphases. 
 One major theme for Matthew is Immanuel 
(God with us.) God is no longer thought of as be-
ing ñup there.ò God is on earth, living among us, 
teaching us, healing us. God is clearly embodied 
in the ministry of Jesus. 

 Matthew is symbolized by a 
winged man, or angel. Matthew's 
gospel starts with Josephôs gene-
alogy from Abraham; it represents 
Jesusô Incarnation, and so Christôs 
human nature.

 It is that time of year again when 
we celebrate our Swedish heritage at 
Augustana Lutheran Church with the 
Lucia Festival.  
 It was 141 years ago that Swedish settlers estab-
lished Augustana. We are not sure how they celebrat-
ed the first 80 years, but for 61 years we have had the 
Lucia Festival. 
 The Lucia Festival is a purely social event to which 
we hope youôll bring your extended family, friends and 
prospective members. We do not sell tickets, but we 
ask you to bring two dozen cookies and a favorite dish 
to add to the smorgasbord, such as a salad, vegetable 
or potato dish, etc. Please mark your containers, both 
lids and bowls with your name on it for the Lucia. Left-
over cookies go to shut-ins. We provide Swedish pota-
to sausage (korv), herring, turkey, pork loin, and Swe-
dish rye bread. We put out an offering plate to help pay 
for those. 
 We eat at 5:00 PM, reveal the 2016 Lucia (one of 
our high school girls) and finish the celebration by 7:00 
PM with the singing of Christmas carols. 
 There are many committees that work very hard on 
the festival every year such as decorating, serving, 
program and clean-up. Please contact the church of-
fice to volunteer. 
 This is a great way to celebrate the holiday season. 

Worship and Music Team 
 It is the responsibility of the Worship and Music 
Mission Team to help Pastor with the planning of 
worship events for the congregation. 
 The team meets quarterly and the music staff 
meets weekly to select hymns, review bulletins, 
and give input for upcoming worship events. 
 We have entered the Advent season and ob-
serving the four Sundays in Advent.
