stewardship.

This approach to stewardship is not 

primarily about paying the congregationôs 
bills. Instead stewardship is about how 
the congregation together can do Godôs 
work.

Stewardship is 
directly tied to discipleship. It is no longer 
about the congregationôs need to re-
ceive, but about the giverôs need to give.

Gospel Readings in August 
¶ August 6ðAfter John the Baptist is mur-
dered, Jesus desires a time of solitude. 
Still, his compassion for others will not al-
low him to dismiss those who need him, 
and he is moved to perform one of his 
greatest miracles; the feeding of the five 
thousand. Matthew 14:13-21. 

¶ August 13ðMatthewôs gospel typically 
portrays Jesusô disciples as people of ñlittle 
faithò who fail despite their best intentions. 
In this story, Matthew shows how Jesus 
comes to the disciples when they are in 
trouble and sustains them in their time of 
fear and doubt. Peter attempts to walk on 
water. Matthew 14:22-33. 

¶ August 20ðJesus teaches his disciples 
that true purity is a matter of the heart ra-
ther than outward religious observances. 
Almost immediately, this teaching is tested 
when a woman considered to be pagan 
and unclean approaches him for help. Mat-
thew 15:[10-20] 21-28. 

¶ August 27ðAt a climactic point in Jesusô 
ministry, God reveals to Peter that Jesus is 
ñthe Messiah, the Son of the living God,ò 
and Jesus responds with the promise of a 
church that will overcome the very gates of 
Hades. Matthew 16:13-20.
