From the Pastor 
 First, a word of thanks to my fellow clergy and the lay 
people who helped plan a wonderful worship service to 
commemorate the 500th Anniversary of the Reformation 
at First Lutheran Church on October 22. Thanks also to 
all the members of Augustana to attended and partici-

pated in this historic worship service. It was my honor to play the 
organ and accompany a wonderful choir, brass quartet, timpani, and 
hand bell players. Thank you, Diana Wooley for directing the large 
choir. I also had the pleasure to see my first bishop, Bishop Emerita 
Andrea DeGroot-Nesdahl who preached at this service. 
Novemberôs name comes from novem, Latin for ñnine.ò There 

were only ten months on the oldest known Roman calendar with 
March, Latin Martius as the first month of the year perhaps as late 
as 153 BC. 
November is a time to begin preparing for winter and finish up 

the fall yardwork and other tasks. It is a busy time in the church cal-
endar beginning with All Saints Day on November 1. All Saints' Day 
is a solemn holy day of the Catholic Church celebrated annually on 
November 1. The day is dedicated to the saints of the Church, that 
is, all those who have attained heaven. It should not be confused 
with All Souls' Day, which is observed on November 2, and is dedi-
cated to those who have died and not yet reached heaven. The ear-
liest record of the observance of All Saints Day in the Catholic 
Church was in the fourth century. 
It is our tradition to remember those who entered sainthood 

through Holy Baptism, those who affirmed their sainthood through 
Affirmation of Baptism, and those who have entered eternal saint-
hood when God completes our baptism with our death. A list of 
those being lifted up on Sunday, November 5 is on page 2 of this 
issue of The Trumpeter.  
Another time we gather is on Thanksgiving Eve, November 22. 

We will again be joined by the pastors and members from First Lu-
theran, Immanuel, St. John, and St. Luke Lutheran churches and St. 
Thomas Episcopal Church. Although not a religious holiday, it is 
good to gather with fellow sisters and brothers in Christ to give 
thanks for all the blessings we have received and will receive. At 
Augustana we do that every Sunday as we gather for worship, as 
we hear Godôs word, as we feast on Jesusô meal, and as we are 
sent to live out Godôs love in our daily lives. 
The last Sunday of November we will celebrate Christ the King 

Sunday. On this day we look at the entire life of Jesus and what that 
means for us in this day and into the future.

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Stewardship Corner 
ñWorking Together: Celebrating Godôs Good Giftsò 

 ñFor we are Godôs servants, working togetherò (1 Co-
rinthians 3:9). 
 It takes many hands ð working together ð to ac-
complish all that takes place in a church like Augustana 
Lutheran Church. Some of those ñhandsò are highly visi-
ble as they lead worship services, usher, teach Sunday 
school classes, or participate in musical presentations. 
Others are not seen as much as they labor behind the 
scenes in the nursery, cleaning the building, serving on 
mission teams, or in many other ways.  
 That is true of all types of organizations, but what 
sets our church apart is that we are not just working by 
ourselves and for ourselves. We are working together 
hand in hand with Almighty God. Someone once wrote, 
ñChrist has no hands but our hands to do his work to-
day.ò 
 What we are doing, whether it is one of the highly vis-
ible functions or one of the behind-the-scenes tasks, we 
are doing for Godôs glory. We are ñGodôs fellow serv-
ants.ò We are truly working together with God! And as 
we do so, we have the opportunity to celebrate Godôs 
good gifts to us.  
 As Godôs children, sometimes our emphasis is on 
things like food, clothing, shelter, crops, and a land 
which brings forth his bounty in abundance. As we bene-
fit from Godôs good gifts like these and many others, our 
response should be one of thanksgiving and gratitude to 
him.  
 But Godôs good gifts are also spiritual in nature. For 
example, God gave the gift of his Son, the Lord Jesus 
Christ, to be our Savior. Without doubt, this is the great-
est gift of all! God gives the gift of faith so that people 
can trust Christ for salvation. God gives the gift of grace, 
which is an expression of his unconditional love towards 
us. God gives the gift of wisdom to those who ask him. 
God gives the Holy Spirit to us to help us in our Christian 
lives and in our praying. God gives spiritual gifts which 
enable us to serve him and to minister to others. He 
even provides as special gifts the people who work in 
his kingdom as pastors, teachers, and missionaries. 
 Perhaps the gifts of God are best summarized in 
James 1:17. 

Every generous act of giving, with every perfect 
gift, is from above, coming down from the Father 
of lights, with whom there is no variation or shad-
ow due to change. 

 Think about it: Every good gift is from God. In re-
sponse we diligently follow him with the full expectation 
and confidence that he will be faithful to his promises. 
 Our response is doing what God says, when God 
says, with the right heart attitude. This is essential as we 
seek to use the time, talents and treasure that God has
