From the Pastor 
 A new year...a new beginning. Or will it be more of 
the same-olô, same-olô? John the Seer had a vision dur-
ing his exile on the Island of Patmos. God spoke to him 
in this way. ñAnd the one who was seated on the throne 
said, óSee, I am making all things new.ô Also he said, 

óWrite this, for these words are trustworthy and true.ôò (Revelation 
21:5 NRSV) 
John also writes about a new heaven and a new earth with God 

coming down from heaven and living in the midst of us. When will 
this take place? In the years 66-70, the Jewish sect of the Essenes 
saw the Jewish revolt against the Romans in Judea as the final end
-time battle which would bring about the arrival of the Messiah. By 
the authority of Simon bar Giora, coins were minted declaring the 
redemption of Israel. It wasnôt until about 300 years later that Hilary 
of Poitiers, a French bishop, announced that the world would end in 
365. Since then, a long list of people have declared the end of the 
world by various calamities. The latest of these came on Septem-
ber 23, 2017. It was made by author and conspiracy theorist David 
Meade who predicted that an unseen planet, Nibiru (or sometimes 
Planet X) would become visible in the Earthôs sky and that said 
planet would ñsoonò destroy the Earth and Armageddon would take 
place during that date. 
While we wait for any number of predicted endingsðor some 

not even suggestedðwe continue our wait for Godôs ñtimeò to enter 
human time. Sometimes I pray that it will be sooner than later, but 
Iôm not in charge of that decision. So, in the meantime we gather 
for worship on a regular basis. We hear over and over again won-
derful stories of Godôs love for us. We sing the great hymns of faith 
and new songs that tell the good news. We feast on bread and 
wineðJesusô body and blood. Our sins are forgiven. We leave this 
place forgiven, fed, and nourished to proclaim the Gospel in word 
and deed. 
What a privilege it is to be a Child of God! What a blessing to be 

entrusted with sharing the Good News! What an opportunity to be a 
part of doing Godôs work with our hands...and hearts and voices.

Epiphany of our Lord, January 6 
Humans have an almost universal longing for home. We long for those memories of 

security or comfort, we long for familiar paths and sidewalks and the old oak tree in the 
back yard. We long for what was, knowing we can never return once we have been 
changed by life. For some this means we live forever as wanderers and refugees. In the 
gospel text, Jesus and his family are refugees far from their home in Galilee. Shortly after 
the events in this text they will leave for Egypt, fleeing from Herodôs persecutions and be-
coming political refugees. 
Still, no matter where we are or how far we travel, as Christians we are always home. Even secular no-

tions of home are more about what physical location means to us, rather than mere location. This is particu-
larly true for us as Godôs people. For the children of God, home is less place than it is experience of the pres-
ence of God. It is the glory and wonder of a restored Jerusalem, and as Isaiah promises: ñThen you shall see 
and be radiantò (Isa. 60:5). Home is being in the company of Godôs people gathered from the ends of the 
earth and dining together. Home is that holy place in the presence of God where everyone has a place at the 
table and all are treated equally. 
This is a home everyone can recognize and everyone can experience. This is a home for those whose 

families are broken, a home for those who are homeless, a home for all people. This is the place Jesus cre-
ates for us. So we travel on, with a star to guide us, until finally that star shines down on our home. We enter 
slowly, maybe even with trepidation, and are overwhelmed with joy. What else can we do but offer Jesus the 
best we have: our very lives?

ñWorking Together: Celebrating Godôs Good Giftsò 
Thank you to the twenty-one persons who complet-

ed the stewardship surveys which were sent out in No-
vember. Thank you to the 31 giving units who submitted 
the Intent to Give forms. Thus far, $84,858 has been 
promised for the General Fund and $12,925 for Capital 
Improvements.  
Why give to Augustana Lutheran Church?  
The faith practice of making a regular financial offer-

ing to your congregation is grounded in a ñfirst fruitsò phi-
losophy.  
We might think of this giving as ñbusiness as usual.ò 

You pay the rent, you buy groceries and you contribute 
regularly to help carry out Godôs mission in the world. 
Your generosity isnôt an afterthought; itôs part of your day
-in and day-out joyful response as a child of God. 
These offerings first help to support local ministries, 

outreach and more. Your congregation then shares a 
portion of your offeringðmission supportðwith your 
synod and the churchwide expression. Stories of Faith in 
Action is filled with examples of how mission support 
enables us to do Godôs work with our hands.  
Many Christians talk about their regular contribution 

as a tithe. This helps them to differentiate between their 
financial commitment to their congregation and the spe-
cial offerings they designate to specific causes. Such 
causes may include ELCA World Hunger, a program of 
the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, your con-
gregationôs building fund or a pan-Lutheran organization 
such as Lutheran World Relief.  
We encourage your designated support of these 

worthy causes. But we also recommend that these offer-
ings are given above and beyond, and never in place of, 
your commitment to your regular congregational offer-
ing.  
Alms are our compassionate, heartfelt response to 

the people Jesus mentioned in Matthew 25: those ñleastò 
of our sisters and brothers who are ñlessò than we in cir-
cumstance only and always our equal in their humanity. 
This is our most personal and spontaneous kind of 

giving in response to people in need. Think about the 
homeless man you see everyday by the bus stop or the 
family in your congregation whose home was lost during 
a fire. Your outreach makes Godôs love for them feel 
very real and very immediate; your kindness reveals 
Christôs presence within them as well.  
Itôs also important to remember that when we focus 

exclusively on giving in terms of money alone, we lose 
sight of the bigger picture. God calls us to be generous 
in all areas our lives and invites us to explore the many 
opportunities to share ourselves through our time and 
talent.  
When we ground our giving in a biblical context, our

Let us work together across the nation to 
tackle hunger and poverty. 
It has become a powerful movement that is transforming the time around 

the Super Bowl weekend into the nationôs largest celebration of giving and 
serving.

available with soup kettles to receive donations to feed the hungry in Siouxland. The money will be donated 
to Interfaith Resources which provides food for local food pantries.

These will be distributed by the St. Thomas Episcopal Church and First Lutheran Church food pantries 
and the St. Luke Lutheran Church Blessing Box.

Baptism of Our Lord/Baptism Stepping 

Stone 
Life on planet Earth must have water. Christians 

see in the water of baptism the matrix of our new life 
in Christ. The font is like the river Jordan that leads 
us to the new land of promise, like the primeval wa-
ters over which the Spirit of God hovered in creation 
We stand in the river; but we are also with the baptiz-
er in the wilderness. 
In several Bible stories, the dove symbolized the 

presence of Godôs Holy Spirit. The white color 
matches the baptismal garment.  
Once again light is an image for the power of 

God. Godôs voice brings light into the earth's dark-
ness. Early Christians referred to baptism by water 
as enlightenment.
