Pentecost 
It is the ñfirst day of the 

weekò (John 20:19), the day of the 
new creation, but to those locked 
away in the upper room in fear, the 
world is as it always has been. So entrenched are they 
in the ways of grief and guilt that the Risen One in their 
midst needs to offer his life-giving invitation twice: 
ñPeace be with you.ò The logic of the new age is peace, 
not retribution; forgiveness, not vengeance. With the in-
vitation to new life comes also the means: the gift of the 
Holy Spirit, breathed upon them and within them. Just as 
the Father sent Jesus into the world, so now are these 
disciples sent as witnesses to Godôs saving work. 
Pentecost is therefore the crowning achievement of 

the Jesus story. Now, more than ever, these huddled 
disciples would have just cause to sing the ñDayenuò (ñIt 
would have been enoughò) verses from the Passover 
Seder meal, but revised: It would have been enough for 
the Word and wisdom of God to have been born in the 
flesh...Dayenu! It would have been enough for the Word 
to grow to adulthood and share his stunning parables 
about Godôs gracious activity in the world...Dayenu! It 
would have been enough for this Word to say to his ene-
mies, ñFather, forgive themò...Dayenu! It would have 
been enough for this Word to have died on a cross for 
us...Dayenu! It would have been enough that he rose 
again in blessing, not vengeance...Dayenu! But now, 
beyond what we would even expectðthe Word be-
comes our word and it is written on our hearts at Pente-
cost...Dayenu! It is enough, and more than enough to 
enflame our ministry of reconciliation in a world in need 
of a healing word.

The Holy Trinity 
The doctrine of the 
Holy Trinity is not an 
easy concept to 
grasp. Most descrip-
tions and illustrations 
often wind up explain-
ing or describing a 

heresy (false teaching) about who and what God 
really is rather than clarifying this teaching of the 
church. God is not one being with three different 
job titles, or three separate pieces that when put 
together become one being. God doesn't have 
multiple personality disorder or shed one role to 
take on another. Thereôs no hierarchy to the Trini-
ty. God the Father didnôt pick a human to be God 
the Son, and God the Holy Spirit isnôt Godôs physi-
cal breath. Itôs almost easier to explain who the 
Trinity isnôt than who the Trinity is: one eternal 
being comprised of three separate but equal per-
sons. 
As confusing as the Trinity may be, it is how 

the church has collectively come to understand 
who God is. We proclaim this understanding 
throughout the order of worship: the presider and 
the assembly greet each other in the name of the 
triune God, and later we proclaim our belief in the 
Trinity when we recite the creed. 
Augustanaôs Trinity window in the northwest 

corner of the gallery explains the Trinity as simply 
as possible: the Father (Pater) is God (Deus), the 
Son (Filius) is God, the Holy Spirit (Spiritus Sanc-
tus) is God. The Father is not the Son, the Son is 
not the Father. The Son is not the Holy Spirit, the 
Holy Spirit is not the Son. The Holy Spirit is not 
the Father, the Father is not the Holy Spirit.
