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From the Pastor 
 Summer is flying by as usual. School begins in a 
few weeks! A few of our young people are heading off to 
college to begin their educational process which pre-
pares them for their vocational calls. 
 The lectionary takes us away from Markôs Gospel 

for a while beginning on July 29. We begin a five-week series on 
bread with readings from Johnôs Gospel. The series begins with Je-
sus feeding about 5,000 people who had followed him because of 
the ñsignsò we was doing. (The other three gospel writers calls Je-
susô works ñmiracles,ò but the writer of Johnôs Gospel calls them 
ñsignsò because they reveal the true nature of God.) A question for 
us to ponder: Jesus feeds the 5000 with five loaves of barley bread 
and two fish. How does God feed us today? 
The series continues with Jesus commenting that the crowds 

seem to be following him not because they saw signs, but because 
they were filled with the bread he gave them. He goes on to assert 
that, unlike regular bread which satisfies us for a short while, ñI am 
the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never be hungry, and 
whoever believes in me will never be thirsty.ò 
On the third week of bread, Jesus calls us to look beyond our 

bodily hunger for the grace of God. ñI am the living bread that came 
down from heaven. Whoever eats of this bread will live forever; and 
the bread that I will give for the life of the world is my flesh.ò 
On week four, Jesus teaches that ñnormalò food and drink we 

consume satisfies us temporarily and the ñtrueò food grants us eter-
nal life. ñThose who eat my flesh and drink my blood have eternal 
life, and I will raise them up on the last day; for my flesh is true food 
and my blood is true drink.ò 
By week five Jesus has turned up the rhetoric so high that many 

disciples (followers) no longer go with him. ñSo Jesus asked the 
twelve, ñDo you also wish to go away?ò Simon Peter answered him, 
ñLord, to whom can we go? You have the words of eternal life.ò We 
respond to the Gospel announcement using these wordsð
surrounded by ñalleluiaò (praise the Lord) most Sundays in the 
Church year. 
Please join us for as many Sundays as you can during this spe-

cial series of sermons on bread. 
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Adult Education 
This summer we have been 

meeting at 9:00 to discuss the gospel 
of the day. It gives Pastor an oppor-
tunity to give more information about 
many things that would turn the ser-
mon into a lecture. 
This will continue through Au-

gust, but beginning in September, we 
will begin looking at a recent publica-
tion of Spark House: ñThe Essential 
Lutheran Handbook.ò Written for con-
firmation-aged youth, it is a delightful 
and informative book for adults as 
well. Topics entitled, ñThe Most Out-
rageous Luther Quotes and What 
They Meanò and ñHow to Console 
Someoneò give you an idea of the 
broad spectrum. Look for more infor-
mation in Septemberôs newsletter.

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Liturgical Commemorations in August 
 
Wednesday, August 8. Dominic, founder of the Order of Preachers (Dominicans), died 1221.  
Dominic was a Spanish priest who saw the wealth of the clergy as a stumbling block for the church, so he 

formed a movement, the Order of Preachers (commonly called Dominicans) devoted to itinerant preaching 
and living in poverty.  

 
Friday, August 10. Lawrence, deacon, martyr, died 258.  
As one of the seven deacons of the church at Rome, Lawrence was responsible for the church's financial 

matters and for the care of the poor. Asked by the emperor to gather the church's treasure, he presented a 
collection of orphans, lepers, and the like. The enraged emperor had him put to death.  

 
Saturday, August 11. Clare, Abbess of San Damiano, died 1253. 
A contemporary of Francis of Assisi, Clare and a growing number of companions established a women's 

Franciscan community, called the Order of Poor Ladies, or Poor Clares. She inspired other women to pursue 
spiritual goals.  

 
Monday, August 13. Florence Nightingale, died 1910; Clara Maass, died 1901; renewers of society. 
Nightingale was born in England, and horrified her wealthy family by deciding to become a nurse. She led 

a group of nurses in ministering in the midst of the Crimean War, and worked for hospital reform. Maass, a 
native of New Jersey, was also a war nurse, and volunteered as a subject for research on yellow fever. She 
died of the disease.  

 
Tuesday, August 14. Maximilian Kolbe, died 1941; Kaj Munk, died 1944; martyrs. 
Father Kolbe was a Franciscan priest arrested by the Nazis and confined in Auschwitz. Kolbe gave gener-

ously of his meager resources, and finally volunteered to be starved to death in place of another man. A Dan-
ish Lutheran pastor and playwright, Munk strongly denounced the Nazis who occupied Denmark in the Sec-
ond World War. His sermons and articles helped to show the anti-Christian nature of the movement. 

 
Wednesday, August 15. Mary, Mother of Our Lord. 
The church (including Martin Luther) honored Mary with the title theotokos, meaning "God-bearer," for her 

role in giving birth to the Son of God. Her song, the Magnificat, speaks eloquently of God's lifting the lowly 
and feeding the hungry.  

 
Monday, August 20. Bernard, Abbot of Clairvaux, died 1153. 
Bernard, a Cistercian monk, was a man of great spirituality who wrote mystical works and criticized those 

whom he thought took an overly intellectual approach to the faith. He became an abbot, and wrote several 
hymns that are still beloved today.  

 
Friday, August 24. Bartholomew, Apostle. 
Mentioned as one of Jesus' disciples in Matthew, Mark, and Luke, Bartholomew's name is replaced in 

John's gospel by Nathanael, leading many to believe that the two are different names for the same person. 
Little is known about his work, though some traditions place him later in India or Armenia.  

 
Tuesday, August 28. Augustine, Bishop of Hippo, died 430. 
Augustine was one of the greatest theologians of the Western church. A native of North Africa, he recov-

ered from a debauched young adulthood through the influence of his mother, Monica, and Bishop Ambrose of 
Milan. Besides writing influential theological books, he served as bishop of Hippo, in present-day Algeria.  

 
Tuesday, August 28. Moses the Black, monk, martyr, died around 400. 
Converted from life as a thief and a robber to Christianity, Moses was an Ethiopian who became a desert 

monk at Skete. The change in his heart and life had a profound impact on his native country. He was mur-
dered when Berber bandits attacked his monastery.
